Dick Palliser welcomed everyone to the meeting.

The proposed Whole of Community meeting will be held in mid-2024.

Quarry sales are slow at the moment heading towards the end of the year.
No major safety incidents have occurred onsite.

The quarry has once again sponsored the Lions Club special needs
Christmas show.

A new contractor has commenced to do weed spraying at the site. The
weather station is currently out of service, but an additional rain gauge has
been installed until the new weather station arrives and is installed.

A quote is being obtained to move the power pole in the basalt pit and the
clear water drain in the basalt pit is about to be moved to the back. Bench

construction in the pit is well underway. The committee also discussed the
next 12-month extraction plan.

A vegetation clearing application has been submitted along the fence line on
the Hater/Perkins boundary.

Sharon went through the deposited dust data at the sites four monitoring
stations. The quarry has an annual target of four grams per square metre,
per month of insoluble solids. Monitor 3, which is at the quarry office, does
get fluctuations due to activity nearby. The annual average dust deposition
was 0.99g for monitor 1, 0.89¢g for monitor 2, 4.1g for monitor 3 and 1.99 for
monitor 4.

There has been one blast since the last meeting and results for overpressure
(noise) and ground vibration are all within limit, this is due to the controls that
have been added to Boral quarries over the years which includes a site
information sheet for each individual site as well as a blast management plan
that must be adhered to.

There was no surface water discharge since the last meeting.

A weed management plan is being developed for the site. Works will focus
on the boundary, top of hill and re-establish vegetation corridor along
Eastern boundary. Weed management will also be undertaken on the fence
line. Requests for quote have been sent for contractors, these are still
pending.

Boral's internal auditing program will see an audit of the site's in the first half
of 2024

New State significant development application — preliminary investigation of
planning pathway.

Extract and process <500,000tpa of resource in substages 1.1 and 1.2.

Receive and store <5,000tpa of returned concrete and washout for
product blending.

New heavy vehicle access point and internal road from North Teven Road,
weighbridge, pre-coat area, self-bunded tank and blending plant.

Upgraded crusher and associated infrastructure.

Overburden emplacement towards northwestern corner.
Realign existing high voltage electricity supply line.

Function Centre Development Application — adjacent property

Council notified Boral of a DA for a function centre at 290 North Teven Road,
with functions four times as frequent as currently permitted by an existing
consent. Boral has made a submission to Council.

The next CCC meeting and whole of community meeting will be scheduled
for mid-2024 to coincide with the proposed Development Application to
Council. This will give community members the chance to see what the DA is
proposing and ask Boral staff any questions they have about the application.
This will include a tour of the quarry, a staged presentation of machinery and
what each does, information will be provided about how the quarry operates,
a blasting presentation will be done by Oracle and a look at rehabilitation
work done at the site.
