Blair provided an update on approval pathway.

Presentation attached to these minutes shows timeline of where
project is up to and what is still to come.

Work plan assessment has been lodged and it's been through a
first round of assessment. ERR have come back with some
requested changes to the work plan, they are generally supportive
of the proposed work plan changes but they do have some
queries re ground water and managing surplus water. Approval
pathway with EPA happening at the same time around managing
the excess water. Boral looking to mitigate controls re discharging
to Spring Creek and looking to use the excess water to irrigate.

Rehabilitation — small body of water in the pit. Ground water
monitoring and water quality analysis being conducted to ensure
water quality is to standard. Meeting with assessing officers from
ERR will be on site in next month.

12 month plan to resolve issues and get workplan endorsed was
shared.

Blair invited Catherine to update the group in relation to
Moorabool Council's process. Catherine stated Council is seeking
clarity from DEECA because the amendment that this permit has
been lodged through is the first of its kind that Council would be
considering in particular re what community consultation would
involve. Council will re-engage with DEECA around the time Boral
are about to lodge their permit. At a minimum there will be a
public notice period.

Dominic asked if this group/community wants to levy as part of the
permit, is that something the Council approve as part of that
process.

Council would welcome CRG submissions to help inform their

feedback through to DEECA. Although a Community Benefit Fund

(CBF) is optional, Council is recommending that each project
implements a CBF. It’'s not a current requirement in the planning
permit applications. Awaiting feedback from DEECA. Reference
was made to Wind Farm projects and their approach that a CBF
was fundamental to community acceptance.

Blair stated levy would be imposed in response to a direct impact.
CBF demonstrating impact and assigning monetary value to those

impacts. More to be discussed later in Mel's presentation.

Catherine — how will the CRG be involved in the consultation
around permit conditions?

Conditions will come with the endorsement.

Blair committed that as soon as the work plan is endorsed
information will be shared with the CRG.

Noise Impact
Assessment

Noise mitigation works being conducted. Results looking
promising. Screening has assisted in reducing impacts/ Project
still in infancy.

Work to commence soon on alternative Howards Road. Big
capital outlay from Boral.

Blair to follow-up on final engineering designs for the road and
communicate back with Council.

Identified hard surface that propagate noise. Modelling
parameters (adopting a 0.6) according to EPA are conservative.

Rick — what you haven’t taken into consideration is the sound
travelling across the water surface of the lake basin west of the
quarry that has a lot of ground water cover for a long period
during the year.
