5. Updated Pit Design  Blair presented the Pit Design on a PowerPoint presentation.

6. Noise Impact 

Assessment 

3 rounds of monitoring all around the area. A total of 7 weeks. 
 
Frogs, insects, traffic, local domestic noise combined in the daily 
summaries.  
 
Ben presented the Noise Impact Assessment PowerPoint 
presentation.  
 
Boral stated that adverse weather can amplify the noise in the 
neighbours’ houses. 
 
Rick stated that out the front of his house around 7:30-8am, it is  
over 55dBA. 
 
There will be 3m bunds around the whole property. Roughly 4-5 
years away.  
 
Boral to go review the EPA comments.  
 
Rohan questioned if there was data when the inversion layer was 
not there. Rohan wants to see data from his corner of the property. 
 
CRG mentioned that there are still no tenants in the house – they 
believe this is a disregard to the community. 
 
Craig committed rock breaker to not start until 11:00am. 
 
Notifications will be sent out to the neighbours when blasting is 
going to occur.  Craig mentioned that it will not always be the exact 
time stated in the notification. 
 
Mike would like to see an investigation with what happens under 
some circumstances the noise makes you uncompliant. What can 
be done with operations until those circumstances change.

9. General business A conversation regarding rehabilitation took place. 

The land is Boral’s assets. Boral’s preference is to restore the use of 

the land to its previous use as a productive agriculture farmland.  

A request for an update on the speed limit between Forbes Road 

and Tannery's Road was made. It is currently a 100km zone, that 

community would like to be reduced to 80km. 

Dominic’s CRG participation was mentioned. The community spoke 

on Dominic’s behalf about his participation with the CRG. He is 

questioning his involvement with the CRG as there has not been 

any results.  

The proposal was made to hold these meetings online. The group 

(Boral and CRG) agreed to alternate between online and face to 

face.
